The Press: Dr. Jekyll Is Hyding

In the mid 1970s, I wrote an article on “The Press” for The People’s Newsletter. Because of what I had already 
learned more than 30 years ago, the sinister role of the media in the lead up to the invasion of Iraq did not surprise 
me.
